Viewpoint Training Pack 2009
As you know all children in years 4, 5 and 6 have completed an on-line confidential questionnaire about bullying and relationships in school. The findings were very interesting but not surprising. As you see from the enclosed graphs most children feel that Nottage is a happy school, but the written comments indicate that most problems occur in the playground. Unfortunately there was no space for children to show whether this was at playtime or lunchtime.
We will arrange training for the lunchtime supervisors and review and adapt the “In the Zone “ project to meet the specific needs of Nottage School. We will also teach the children some traditional playground games (utilising the expertise of others during our Citizenship week) and use older pupils to organise and work with younger children. We have reviewed the prefect system and management of pupil traffic around the doors in the entrance to Key Stage 2 from the Junior yard.  Many issues are also caused by older girls who do not wish to play football and would rather stay inside the building as they are bored without activities in the yard. Providing them with purposeful activities will limit areas of conflict.
Examining the data will give all of us an opportunity to consider what is effective and what needs to be changed. We also intend to survey years 4 5 and 6 in our Cluster.

The Viewpoint survey can be repeated in Spring 2010 to measure improvements. 

We have divided our proposals into two separate schemes; the first will be ongoing and developed during the year, the second will be a separate strategy that will involve the whole school over two weeks. The first week will involve planning, preparation and introductory activities, followed by the second Citizenship Week which will be evaluated and revised as an annual event. 
               Action Plan – ongoing and developing during the year
· Stop the prefects system and develop the role of peer mediation.

· Establish a “bully box”

· Establish a good citizenship week see separate plans
· Contact PCS drama department and police with a view to setting up an anti bullying workshop

· Update playground equipment 
· Establish a “girls area” for Upper Key Stage 2 girls on the patio. Fix up netball rings and a quiet area for girls. 
· Purchase a new ghetto blaster for girls and CD`s

· Investigate the use of the back field for football for older boys and girls
· Set up a committee to make a year 6 common room for pupils in the old MLD classroom. Pupils to self regulate the use of the room
· Remind staff of the different areas of the yard

· Set up construction kit area for boys – ask PTA and parents for donations of Knex, Lego etc

· Buy an interactive board to show announcements to prevent pupils queuing too long before lunch

· Increase the use of walkie- talkie to organise children in the yard
· Establish fenced off areas

Citizenship week.
This will be arranged to build pupils self esteem. We will arrange for a selection of activities that challenge stereotypes and help children to understand different cultures and groups within our community. The series of activities during the week will help pupils to respect differences and to approach new experiences from a greater self awareness. Some of the activities will include discovering the workplace from the Meaningful Work Programme.

· PSE co-ordinator to arrange series of events around citizenship week

· This will involve the PSE co-ordinator and year 6 inviting guests from the Albert Edward home and Stoneleigh Court for tea and cakes and discussion. 

· The Mayor can talk to pupils in Assembly

· PCS school to invite pupils on projects such as Duke of Edinburgh awards to talk to children

· Local businesses and organisations will be approached with a view to obtaining sponsorship for Good Citizen awards. 

· Grandparents day arranged in classes
· Purchase materials from UNESCO “Living Values” package with ideas for classroom activities for Nursery to year 6

· Investigate the opportunities of extending programme within the Cluster group of schools

· Contact education business partnership and other local businesses to sponsor and support the citizenship week

· Year 6 to teach grandparents to use computers

· Write to parents to encourage them to become involved in take your child to work day

· Purchase materials from Oxfam “Cool Planet”

· Contact the local branch of the University of the Third Age (U3A) to access their specialised knowledge and skills

Viewpoint
Areas to note – 

· Over half of the boys in the survey think that bullying happens a lot in school, whereas less than ¼ of the girls think this

· Over 1/4 of the boys in the survey think they have been bullied for being different during the last 30 days, whereas just 1/10 of girls think this

· The majority of pupils feel that bullying is dealt with in school, only a small minority believe that they cannot rely on staff to deal with this

· 1/3 of boys are reluctant to  come to school, whereas only 6 girls in the survey felt this

· The vast majority of pupils feel that students and teachers get on well. The same number believes that Nottage is a happy school. Only 8 pupils did not agree with this.
Proposed actions
· Ensure that all key stage 2 pupils are aware of the definition of bullying.
· PSE co-ordinator to purchase DVD for key stage 2

· PSE co-ordinator to arrange series of events around citizenship week
· This will involve the PSE co-ordinator and year 6 inviting guests from the Albert Edward home for tea and cakes and discussion. 

· The Mayor can talk to pupils in Assembly

· PCS school to invite pupils on projects such as Duke of Edinburgh awards to talk to children

· To invite guest speakers into assemblies, such as Nathan Stephens, “Sussed” fair-trade projects and representatives from VALREC
